This booklet is produced for users of the Cleveland Way National

Trail. It gives information on facilities available and a wide range of

hotels, bed and breakfast, campsites and hostels along the route. In

addition this year we have introduced additional new details, such 

as the contact number for pubs, shops and Doctors along the route.

This will make it easier for you to enjoy and plan your walk. For

example you can ring ahead to check if a pub is doing lunches on 

a certain day. Most addresses are on or close to the route and none

are further than three miles distant. During the summer it is highly

advisable to book accommodation in advance so you are not

disappointed at the end of the day to find that all the

accommodation is booked up.We also recommend that you

consider starting midweek or reverse the route to start from Filey 

– if you are struggling to find accommodation.

All the bed and breakfasts and hotels within this guide have been, or

are awaiting inspection, either by the English Tourism Council, AA 

or RAC.

Hotels are given a rating from 1 star ★ to 5 stars ★★★★★

depending on the level of service, range of facilities, standard of food

and quality of guest care.

Small hotels, guest houses, bed and breakfasts, inns and farmhouses

are rated with from 1 diamond ◆ to 5 diamonds ◆◆◆◆◆.This

rating reflects visitor expectations at this type of accommodation

where quality is seen to be more important than facilities.The same

minimum requirement for facilities and services applies to all Guest

Accommodation from 1 to 5 diamonds but the number of diamonds

awarded is based on cleanliness, service and hospitality, bedrooms,

bathrooms and food quality.

a day by day guide
Ever wondered how to walk the Cleveland Way over a series of days

using public transport? The following table provides you with a guide to

doing just that, so that walkers no longer need to bring two cars to the

route in order to walk each individual section.The table is laid out in day

If you are arriving at Hull using North Sea Ferries, you should be landing

at about 8.00am.The ferry company will provide a bus to take foot

passengers to Hull Railway Station. From Hull Station you can catch a

train to Scarborough and a bus on to Helmsley (128). On finishing the

walk you can catch either a bus or train directly from Filey back to Hull.
